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Curtin Primary School Classroom Procedures
Engaging, differentiated teaching and learning is the main strategy used to influence student behaviour. This chart guides responses to positive and inappropriate behaviour and is used by all staff. Approaches to student behaviour are individualised and restorative. 
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Phase 2.


Moderate level inappropriate behaviour.


Continued Phase 1 behaviour. May also be name calling, putting others down, swearing, significant non compliance, physical rough play, bullying behaviours.





 Phase 2 Time Out.


In buddy class until next break (with work if possible). Recorded on Time Out Log. Pink slip or notification letter at teacher discretion.  





Resolution.


Restorative Conversation at break then return to class and positive behaviours. �








Phase 1.


Low level inappropriate behaviour.


Includes non-compliance, poor manners, distracting self or others, consistent calling out, negative attitude to others.





 Phase 1 Time Out.


Occurs in nominated place in classroom for 5-10 minutes. Student must sit or work quietly. 





Resolution.


Restorative Conversation held and student returns to learning and positive behaviours. 











Positive Recognition.


Successful learning, class awards, teacher prizes, school awards & special privileges. Recognition by executive and calls to family.  








Phase 3.


High level inappropriate behaviour.


Continued Phase 2 behaviour. May also be verbal or physical abuse, truancy, significant vandalism, extreme bullying behaviours.





 Phase 3 Time Out.


Removed by/with executive. Pink slip, call to family. Notification letter & other actions at executive discretion. Further inappropriate behaviour may lead to in school or formal suspension.   





Resolution.


Restorative Conversation and return to class with preventative strategies in place. �








Initial inappropriate behaviour.


Teacher uses non-intrusive strategies such as positive reinforcement to other students, standing near student, moving individuals to work with different peers, giving student reminders. 








Positive Behaviour.


Our usual expectation.


Good manners, cooperation, learning, respect, trying hard, demonstrating 6Cs.


May be scaffolded goals for individuals.
